AUGUST 4, 2009

The monthly Agenda Meeting was held on Tuesday, August 4, 2009 at 7:00 P.M.  Roll call indicated the following present: Councilman Regoli, Councilwoman Karrs, Councilman Grillo, and Foreman Johnson.  Absent were:  Mayor Kinosz, Councilman Trozzi, Treasurer Eshbaugh, Controller Farina, Solicitor Yakopec, and City Clerk Cook.   
GENERAL ITEMS OF DISCUSSION

1) Discussed appointment to the Lower Burrell Municipal Authority to fill unexpired term of James Leslie.  This will be put on the agenda for the Council meeting of 
      August 10, 2009 for a vote.
2) Discussed scheduling Planning Commission interviews for Monday, August 10, 2009.  An interview with Donna Speer, the loan candidate who has not been previously interviewed, will be scheduled.  This will be put on the agenda for the Council meeting of August 10, 2009 to vote on a nominee.

3) Discussed scheduling a fire department meeting sometime after August 12, 2009.  Meeting will be at 7 pm on August 19, 2009.  The Council meeting room will be shared with the Planning Commission using the foldable doors and giving the back of the room to the Planning Commission.  This will be advertised.
4) Discussed letter from Hallam Construction who requested a letter to be written acknowledging acceptance of the location of a fire hydrant on Crest View Lane and that the City will pay the quarterly fee of $80 (because it is on private property) to the Water Authority.  This will be tabled.  Council needs more information, such as the location of the hydrant.  Council is not sure that the City wants to undertake this obligation with no end in sight.  More information is needed.

5) Discussed the engineer’s findings on fire hall.  Regarding the substation, there was no expansion and no crack in the block.  There is no other cracking.  Water got behind the bricks and possibly cracked the mortar joints.  Structurally, the building is fine.

6) The firework insurance was discussed.  The committee may be looking for alternate locations to shoot the fireworks from.  Cost of the insurance for the City and pyrotechnic will be about $7,000 each.  This discussion is ongoing.

7) Ordinance on street specifications set forth under 1321.03 “Minimum Street Paving Requirements” was discussed.  Foreman Johnson will meet with Tony Males and come back with suggestions.

8) Frank John Ziccarelli, representing Ziccarelli Enterprises for update on Rabbit Foot.  Mr. Ziccarelli presented Council with the developer’s agreement, and if possible, this can be voted on at the next Council meeting on Monday, August 10, 2009.
