APRIL 6, 2010
The monthly Agenda Meeting was held on Tuesday, April 6, 2010 at 7:00 P.M.  Roll call indicated the following present Mayor Kinosz, Councilman Regoli, Councilwoman Karrs, Councilman Grillo, Treasurer Eshbaugh, Solicitor Yakopec, and City Clerk Cook.  Absent were Councilman Trozzi, Controller Farina, and Foreman Johnson. 
GENERAL ITEMS OF DISCUSSION

1) Discussed Ordinance 1-2010 – An Ordinance of the City of Lower Burrell amending sections 1321.02, 1321-03, and 1353.02 of the Planning and Zoning Code pertaining to street specifications.  A public hearing will be held on April 12, 2010 at 6:45 PM.  This ordinance will bring our street specifications up to PennDOT standards or above.  
2) Discussed increasing front footage fee for sewers to $23 per foot.  The fee for front footage has been the same since 1992, even though the cost of materials has gone up during that time period.  The Municipal Authority is recommending raising the fee from $16 to $23 per foot.  CDBG taps may be available if an income survey is done.  Solicitor Yakopec can be authorized to prepare the resolution to this ordinance.
3) Discussed new sewer billing program.  The current program is causing multiple problems.  Treasurer Eshbaugh discussed the new system.  The way delinquencies are charged will need to be reevaluated.  This would have to be changed by an ordinance.
4) Discussed sample ordinance from Central Westmoreland COG for Municipal Appeals Board.  Councilman Grillo discussed how Westmoreland COG handles their Appeals, and he will find out additional information for the council meeting.  
5) Discussed developing an interpretive trail and trail side facilities at Wolf Pack Park.  Neither Councilman Trozzi nor Controller Farina was present at the meeting to discuss this item.  It will be held over to Monday.
6) Discussed authorizing Tony Males to prepare specifications for 2010 paving project.  Realizing the City’s financial situation, at least Carl Avenue needs to be repaved.  Kenmont Avenue is another potential street to repave.
7) Councilwoman Karrs discussed the diesel fuel to see if we should have an additive.  Foreman Johnson has consulted with other municipalities and found that it is only used for diesel fuel, because there is more water in diesel.  The water messes up the mechanics of the vehicles; the additive helps with the lubrication.  The cost is an additional 2 cents a gallon.  Solicitor Yakopec would need to give his opinion if this needs to be rebid.
