JuLY 6, 2010
The monthly Agenda Meeting was held on Tuesday, July 6, 2010 at 7:00 P.M.  Roll call indicated the following present: Mayor Kinosz, Councilwoman Karrs, Councilman Grillo, Councilman Trozzi, Controller Farina, and City Clerk Cook.  Absent were Councilman Regoli, Treasurer Eshbaugh, Foreman Johnson, and Solicitor Yakopec. 
GENERAL ITEMS OF DISCUSSION

1) Discussed a Certificate of Recognition for Outstanding Contributions Towards Encouraging Neighborhood Recycling to Ryan Jackson.  Mr. Jackson is a high school student.
2) Discussed Ordinance # 2-2010 – An Ordinance authorizing the City to enter into an Intergovernmental Cooperation Agreement with the Central Westmoreland Council of Governments and Public Meeting.  The first and second readings passed at the Council meeting on June 14, 2010.  Third and Final reading will be on the agenda for July 12, 2010. 
3) Discussed increasing sewage assessment.  Mayor Kinosz is to receive more information on this and this will be discussed at the August agenda meeting.  It has been recommended that the assessment change from $16 to $23 a foot.  This is not supported by Mayor Kinosz.  He recommends a joint meeting with the Municipal Authority and Council to discuss the front foot assessment and how it is negotiated.  (It is only negotiated if the homeowner appeals.)  Issues that were discussed were to do away with the front foot assessment, create a flat assessment, or raise the tap-in fees allowing everyone with one unit to pay the same.  It was the consensus of Council that Mayor and Council meet with the Authority at their next meeting on July 20, 2010.
4) Discussed Resolution No. 5-2010 – A Resolution of the City of Lower Burrell declaring its intent to be authorized and directed to sign the project grant

 # IDP-2011-00023 Titled “Allegheny Valley DUI Task Force.”

5) Discussed reappointing Janet Ryan to the Planning Commission.  Mrs. Ryan is agreeable.
6) Discussed Resolution # 6-2010 authorizing the StrongLand Chamber of Commerce to conduct a bicycle race through the City of Lower Burrell on Sunday, September 12, 2010.

7) Discussed authorizing Solicitor Yakopec to draft an ordinance in regard to Marcellus Shale.

COMMENTS FROM COUNCIL
1) Councilman Trozzi thanked Councilwoman Karrs, Foreman Johnson, and the Public Works Department for the excellent job on the pedestrian bridge at Wolf Pack Park.
2) The Rumble on the River was discussed with a lot of positive comments about the City.  

3) Councilman Trozzi asked Controller Farina concerning PACWA if the Fish Commission could stock trout in the stream.  Controller Farina said that Tri-City Trout Club has joined PACWA and there have been several meetings concerning this.
4) Mayor Kinosz commented that the Fish for Free Day at Burrell Lake Park was very well done.  Councilman Trozzi said there are several huge cat fish and carp in the lake.

5) By the year 2013 all signage will need to be changed over, so Councilman Grillo asked Controller Farina to research available grants.
