4) Discussed appointing Jason Devlin to the Lower Burrell Parks Commission.  The City will advertised for interested persons to apply for this Commission, as well as Engineering Civil Service Board, Appeals Board for inspections and Rentals, and Recycling Task Force and a Park Program Director.  All of these are volunteer positions.
