The Regular Council Meeting of the City of Lower Burrell was held on Monday, June 8, 2009 at 7:00 P.M. Roll call indicated the following present: Councilman Grillo, Councilman Trozzi, Controller Farina, Treasurer Eshbaugh, Solicitor Yakopec Public Works Foreman Scott Johnson, Mayor Kinosz, Councilman Regoli, and City Clerk Cook.  Absent was:  Councilwoman Karrs and Chief Lindo.
Everybody has received a copy of the Treasurer's Report. There being no changes, the Treasurer's Report will be turned over to the Controller.

EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT REPORTS:

Councilwoman Karrs:  Absent; Councilwoman Karrs is recovering from an ankle replacement. 

Councilman Trozzi:  Fishing Derby was held on Saturday, June 6, 2009 co-sponsored by the Tri-County Trout Club and the Parks Commission which was very successful.  The bocce court and horseshoe pits are proceeding at Wolf Pack Park for which we received a grant.  Also the pedestrian bridge construction should start shortly for which we received a grant.  Rumble on the River which is the softball tournament hosted by the City at Wolf Pack is again on this year for the 4th of July weekend thanks to Brian Eshbaugh and his organization.  A grant has been received from the Westmoreland/Fayette Workforce Investment Board for five summer laborers in the park.  They are available to stick around until the end of September.  There is no cost to the City.  Mayor Kinosz commended Councilman Trozzi for his finding an alternative way of supplying services to the City at no cost to the City.
Councilman Regoli:  No Report.  
Councilman Grillo: Gave an update of building permits.  Under ordinances, there were 28 letters issued from high grass to littering to abandoned vehicles.  Reviewed fire department report for the month.  Rental and resale inspections, there will be a voice mailbox with the City with which to leave a message.  Regarding street addressing changes, it will take place after we are ready to take care of the signage and letters will go out. We will then set up a situation to handle any questions from residents.
Controller Farina:  Additional information has been sent in for the H20 Water grant as requested.  A grant has been received for Growing Greener for an upgrade of the stream going through Wolf Pack Park for $72,000.  
Treasurer Eshbaugh: No report.
Foreman Johnson:  His report consisted on the jobs completed for May.  The award for the asphalt paving affects the streets of Glenview, Wedgewood, Chester, and upper portion of Arizona Drive.

Solicitor Yakopec:  Information received from the Redevelopment Authority on the Georgia Avenue demolition property.

Mayor Kinosz:  Mayor Kinosz reported on attending the Hightower Scholarship Awards dinner in which he presented a proclamation.
