9. A motion to appoint new member David Kristof to the Planning Commission until 2012 was made by Councilman Grillo and seconded by Councilwoman Karrs. Roll call vote indicated: Mayor Kinosz: AYE; Councilman Grillo: AYE; Councilwoman Karrs: AYE; Councilman Trozzi: AYE; Councilman Regoli:  Abstain.  4 “AYES”.

A mention was made regarding the passing of Jim Leslie from the Parks Commission.  He has been a valuable member of the Parks Commission for many years.  Donations are being accepted at the Cardiovascular Dept. of Allegheny Hospital.  Frank Trozzi asked the permission of council to send out an email to all parks commission members notifying of the passing and giving information on donations.  David Regoli extended his condolences from the council to the Leslie family.

Joe Grillo mentioned that we had 6 really good applicants for the Planning Commission.  

Chief Lindo mentioned that we are going to use the $20,000 grant money to purchase a new K-9 vehicle.  He also wanted to thank Mar-Mac, Morabito’s, and InSignOut for their work on cleaning up the new DARE vehicle.
