JULY 12, 2010
The Regular Council Meeting of the City of Lower Burrell was held on Monday, July 12, 2010 at 7:00 P.M. Roll call indicated the following present:  Councilman Grillo, Councilman Trozzi, Councilwoman Karrs, Controller Farina, Treasurer Eshbaugh, Public Works Foreman Scott Johnson, Solicitor Yakopec, Mayor Kinosz, and City Clerk Cook.  Absent were:  Councilman Regoli and Chief Lindo. 
Everybody has received a copy of the Treasurer's Report. There being no changes, the Treasurer's Report will be turned over to the Controller.

EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT REPORTS:  

Councilman Grillo:  Councilman Grillo reported on the number of building permits issued for June 2010 as well as Ordinance issues.  He also acknowledged and thanked the fire fighters and first responders for their work during the bad weather over the weekend that caused flooding and trees being down.  Regarding the Pennsylvania Hero Walk that came through the City, Councilman Grillo recognized Joe Williams and Lance Anthony; they were two out of the 23 that walked the entire way.  He also wondered if local business people could purchase ads for the newsletter to defray the cost of the next newsletter allowing the City to mail them.
Councilman Trozzi:  Councilman Trozzi reported that the pedestrian bridge has been completed at Wolf Pack Park.  He thanked Councilwoman Karrs, Foreman Johnson, and the men from the Public Works Department who worked on the bridge on a job well done.  A fabricated bridge was purchased and installed by the Public Works Department at the park.  He encouraged everyone to visit Wolf Pack Park to see the constructed bridge which completes the walking trail around the park.  Future plans are for the walking trail to go up to Prospect Circle and another trail to go down to the river.  The bridge was opened in time for the Rumble on the River.  There has been new signage erected for Burrell Lake Park that looks very nice.
Councilwoman Karrs:  Jobs completed for June, 2010 in the street department:  Cleaned Braeview ditch line from Waugaman to first driveway.  Performed tree removal at Wolf Pack Park at soccer field.  Took sweeper to high school and middle school for graduation.  Continued to sweep streets throughout the city.  Removed parking signs at Burrell Lake Park and Puckety Church Road.  Continued to perform vehicle maintenance.  Used the boom mower to remove weeds from various streets within the city and state routes.  Took the boom mower to New Kensington for four days.  Installed, straightened, and repaired street signs in the city where needed.  Cut state route, Falcon’s Park Road, with boom mower.  Cleaned catch basins on Grant Street and at the dead end of Montana.  Picked up a dead skunk and rabbit where reported by residents.  Made repairs to catch basins on Eastern and Wayne at Leechburg Road.  Trimmed and cut tree limbs as per our limb list and turned over leaves.  Organized the branch pile in back of city hall.  Took our sweeper to Allegheny Township for one day.  Completed pedestrian bridge at Wolf Pack Park.  Attended Safety Meeting and Supervisor program for Private Industrial Council Summer help program.
In the sewer department:  Performed Jet Rodding and Root Cutting ROW’s on Kentucky, Vance, Braddock, Dorothy Street and Trailer Blvd.  Continued to perform vehicle maintenance.  Checked, cleaned, greased, and cut grass at all pump stations.  Continued to perform root cutting as per root cutting list.  Using the Vaccon,cleaned catch basins on Dugan and in front of Norwin Insurance.  Continued performing PA One Calls.  Cameraed Right of Way on Rodgers Drive and Kinloch interceptor from Dutchman’s Run to Atlantic.  Continued to perform building maintenance.  Inspected the sewer lateral at Paige and Elaine Right of Ways.  Jet Rodded lines at various locations as per Jet Rod list.  Continued to perform manhole evaluations.  Repaired a hole at a manhole at 500 Prospect Circle.  Raised a manhole on Dutchman’s Run Road.

Councilwoman Karrs also complimented the men on the Public Works Department for cancelling their weekend plans and for their expertise to help residents during the past weekend with the flooding that occurred.
Controller Farina:  No report

Treasurer Eshbaugh:  Ending balance in general fund as of June 30, 2010 was $2,131,051.13; ending balance in sewer system fund as of June 30, 2010 was $1,002,332.74.   

Public Works Foreman Johnson:  Mr. Johnson expressed his appreciation on behalf of himself and the entire Public Works department in being recognized for their efforts in building the pedestrian bridge at Wolf Pack Park.  He also recognized Brunner Excavating, Mike Nedley, Tony Males, Gerry Vaerewyck, Allegheny Township for use of their asphalt paver and numerous people behind the scene who helped with this accomplishment.  He also spoke with PennDOT, and they have finalized their budget.  They will be starting on Leechburg Road soon and will be doing portions of Route 56 as well.  Mr. Johnson hopes to be included in the preconstruction meetings.
Solicitor Yakopec:  Regarding the letter from the Municipal Authority, he was in receipt of the letter concerning the recommendations made by the Authority and tap-ins, and he has no problems with what has been proposed.

City Clerk Cook:  No report
Mayor Kinosz:  Mayor Kinosz reported on numerous things he has been involved with.  He recently met with Congressman Critz and with the Mayors of New Kensington, Arnold, and Tarentum.  Congressman Critz presented the City of Lower Burrell with an $800,000 check for a sewer grant for the Wildlife Lodge Road project.  
He also attended the Citizens Police Academy graduation, and the police did a fantastic job with a lot of positive feedback from those who attended the Academy.

Regional meetings continue as they look at ways of vitalizing the area to do things to bring more to the area.

Mayor and Mrs. Kinosz attended the Breakfast in the Park sponsored by the Burrellton Garden Club.  Mayor Kinosz praised the Burrellton Garden Club’s efforts of beautifying the City with the flower beds and plantings.  He also enjoyed all the delicious food.
The Mayor is now working with the County on a “Downtown Inventory Project” to set up a system where all the space that is available can be inventoried giving access to anybody in the world who may want to build or relocate in this area.  He also reported that St. Margaret Mary’s announced a $4 million expansion.  And as recently as this date, Mayor Kinosz is still working on getting a tenant for the Montgomery Wards building. 

The firemen were also thanked by Mayor Kinosz for their outstanding efforts during the inclement weather, as was Mike Nedley for checking on house foundations.  Upper Burrell and Logans Ferry also joined in the efforts and brought their pumping capacity to aid residents.

6) Motion by Councilman Grillo, second by Councilwoman Karrs to approve Allan Lingenfelter to the Code Enforcement Appeals Board.  Roll call vote indicated:  Councilman Grillo:  AYE; Councilwoman Karrs:  AYE; Mayor Kinosz:  AYE; Councilman Trozzi:  AYE.  4 “AYES.”  All in favor.
PUBLIC COMMENT:
Mr. Howard Newell had questions for Foreman Johnson.

Mr. Bob Wilson said that roads affected by the flooding need swept.  Councilwoman Karrs looked at the situation and said that it would be done after mud is removed before the sweeper can go in.

Mr. John Milburn informed Foreman Johnson about a deteriorating street.
