The Regular Council Meeting of the City of Lower Burrell was held on Monday, June 14, 2010 at 7:00 P.M. Roll call indicated the following present:  Councilwoman Karrs, Councilman Regoli, Councilman Grillo, Controller Farina, Treasurer Eshbaugh, Public Works Foreman Scott Johnson, Solicitor Yakopec, and Mayor Kinosz.  Absent were:  Councilman Trozzi, Chief Lindo, and City Clerk Cook. 
At the beginning of the council meeting, Mayor Kinosz, introduced and recognized members of the 2010 Pennsylvania State Rugby Champions by presenting them with a certificate of recognition.  They received applause from those in attendance.

Continued sweeping ashed roads and salt routes in the city.  Placed caulking around Trex boards on Bocce Court at Wolf Pack Park.  Continued to perform building maintenance.  Sweeper sent to Upper Burrell to clean their roads for one day.  Repaired catch basins on Texas, Oregon, Russell, Kentucky and Delaware.  Installed streets signs on Route 780.  Continued to perform vehicle maintenance.  Boom Mower cut areas throughout the city.  Patched pot holes in city where reported.  Replaced a failed storm line on Lori Drive.  Cleaned out pipes on Lori, Hartge, Frederick, Laing & Puckety Church Road.  Used the boom mower to cut weeds along city routes and intersections in Braeburn.  Ed Homa attended the Public Works safety meeting as well as the City safety meeting.
In the sewer department:  Repaired a yard and planted a tree on Paige Street due to a sewer dig last Fall.  Cut grass at pump stations.  Continued to perform manhole rain guard evaluations. Public Works Foreman Johnson:  Reporting finishing up on the work for the pedestrian bridge at Wolfpack Park.  Asphalt will be the next project.  Mayor Kinosz commented on the signs for Burrell Lake Park. Councilman Regoli questioned Councilman Grillo about the relief money for the fire departments.  Councilman Grillo has consulted with Solicitor Yakopec who informed Councilman Grillo that there was no time table that they have to comply to liquidate and consolidate.  There is no guarantee that they have to give it back to the City of Lower Burrell, but it could be given to another relief association in the Commonwealth.  It was taken under advisement that a letter should be written suggesting that the money be returned to the City.  Councilman Regoli wanted it noted that some correspondence needs to be written from the Public Safety department asking that the relief money be turned over to the City so residents have the benefit of the money.  The equipment of the fire department was also discussed.

Mayor Kinosz reported on a grant for safety equipment that will be used by the Public Works Department.

With no further business coming before council, a motion was made to adjourn the meeting.
