The Regular Council Meeting of the City of Lower Burrell was held on Monday, March 8, 2010 at 7:00 P.M. Roll call indicated the following present:  Councilman Grillo, Councilman Trozzi, Councilwoman Karrs, Councilman Regoli, Controller Farina, Public Works Foreman Scott Johnson, Chief Lindo, Solicitor Yakopec, Mayor Kinosz, and City Clerk Cook.  Absent was Treasurer Eshbaugh.

EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT REPORTS:
Councilman Grillo:  A report was read concerning ordinance violations and rental and resale inspections. Councilman Grillo asked how an arbitration board could be filled.  Solicitor Yakopec did not have an answer yet.  Councilman Grillo also commended the City of Lower Burrell road crew for a job well done. 

Councilman Trozzi:  Reported on the pedestrian bridge at Wolf Pack Park.  Permitting has been received from state and federal agencies to begin work.  Councilman Trozzi is hopeful that the work can be completed by July 4th.  The bridge came about by a donation from Alcoa.

Councilwoman Karrs:  A report was read about the jobs completed for the month of February, 2010.
The street department installed, straightened or replaced signs where needed in city, a “Hearing Impaired Child” sign installed on Donnell Road, painted City Hall’s rear conference room and hallway, continued to perform vehicle maintenance on trucks and equipment, placed salt, ashes and or plowed streets during snow storms on all city streets. After all streets were made passable, began to haul out snow from streets to widen them starting with the bus routes.  Continued to perform building maintenance, filled salt bins at various locations in the city, and picked up used oil from various businesses in city for use in our garage heater.  Ed Homa attended both Public Works and City Hall safety meetings.
The sewer department aided the Street Department in snow plowing, salting, and ashing the streets throughout the city and hauled out snow using the Bobcat and truck 06.  Continued to perform vehicle maintenance.  Checked, cleaned, and greased pump stations.  Removed snow from City Hall and Tax Office sidewalks.  Continued to perform building maintenance.  Utilized New Kensington’s boom truck to remove snow and ice from city hall’s roof and gutters.  Andy Shremshock and Art Rockwell attended a two-day, NASSCO class on Camera Inspection and Manhole Evaluations for ongoing certification as sewer mechanics. Terry Anderson attended both Public Works and City Hall safety meetings.
Councilman Regoli: A financial report was read by Councilman Regoli.
Controller Farina:  Controller Farina read the Controller’s Report for 2009.

Road Foreman Johnson:  Expressed his appreciation with residents who were patient during the storms that occurred in February.  The City is submitting a report to the county for possible reimbursement of some expenses incurred during these storms.
