Roll call indicated the following present:  Councilman Regoli, Councilman Grillo, Councilman Trozzi, Public Works Foreman Scott Johnson, Chief Lindo, Solicitor Yakopec, and Mayor Kinosz.  Absent were:  Councilwoman Karrs, Controller Farina, Treasurer Eshbaugh, and City Clerk Cook. 
Everybody has received a copy of the Treasurer's Report. There being no changes, the Treasurer's Report will be turned over to the Controller.

EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT REPORTS:  

Councilwoman Karrs:  Jobs completed for the month of April, 2010.  In the street department: performed sod cleanup along walking trail at Wolf Pack Park, poured footers and headwalls for pedestrian bridge at Wolf Pack Park, installed trex boards on Bocce Ball court, completed the catch basin repairs on Illinois, Park and Reimer Streets.  Rebuilt the catch basin on Ireland to “new bike safety grate standards.”  Continued to perform vehicle maintenance, took sweeper to Allegheny Township and Upper Burrell for a day, installed a guide rail on Burrellton, continued to perform building maintenance, cleaned debris from catch basins in preparation for spring rain season, patched pot holes and fixed curbs where needed throughout the city.  Continued to sweep ash routes throughout the city, finishing Glauser Plan and starting Braeburn/Braeburn Heights Plan.  Completed shoulder repairs with Upper Burrell grader on Bald Hill.  Picked up recyclables, leaves and limbs at homes of residents who were 62 years of age and older.  They were brought back here to City Hall in preparation for April 17th Recycle Day.  Picked up dead deer on Braeburn Road, continued to place, replace and straighten signs where needed.  Installed seven curb stops at the Tax Office and City Hall.  Utilizing New Kensington’s bucket truck, we sealed the gutters at the Tax Office, Police Station roof, and City Hall.  Tom Bertocki, filling in for Ed Homa, attended our safety meeting and the one for City Hall as well.
In the sewer department:  Performed Jet Rodding and Camera inspections starting at Craigdell Road, continued Root Cutting “preventative maintenance list,” starting on Toledo Drive, performed man pan and manhole inspections and evaluations.  Cleaned storm lines on James, Scanga and Youngwood.  Continued to check, grease, place chemicals, repair, and perform normal regular maintenance on pump stations.  Pulled pump #3 for repairs at Big Braeburn Pump Station.  Continued to perform PA One Calls.  Our Sewer Mechanics attended a demonstration in house.  Sadie Masters, who owns MASCO, is retiring and taught our men how to recalibrate our gas detectors.  Terry Anderson attended our safety meeting and also for City Hall.
