OLD BUSINESS:

Mr. Males discussed Braeburn Steel a/k/a Continental Copper with the board before they determined if it should be exonerated.  Mayor Kinosz commented that he was unable to negotiate anything with the company.  No action will be taken until Solicitor Valasek reviews the assessments.
The Board discussed delinquent assessments.  It will be determined by Solicitor Valasek what has been liened for the next meeting.  Auditors have always questioned delinquent assessments as to their collectability.
Mayor Kinosz reported on the H20 Grant.  The first award should be granted in July.  Grant money from Congressman Murtha will not be allocated until next year.  We are moving ahead to get a final engineering design which will position the Authority to start the application process with Penn Vest. 

Mayor Kinosz also questioned the Authority if there were any projects ready to go that could be paid for by Stimulus Money.  Mr. West suggested the Widmer pump station elimination.  Mr. Males commented a few right-of-ways need to be obtained.  The project has a final design.  The Widmer pump station elimination project could be considered as “shovel ready.”  

Deadline for applications for the board is the end of this month.  Council wants to interview candidates to get the most qualified.  The board either needs to be present or to send a representative.
