Approval of Minutes:

A motion was made to accept the minutes by Mr. Bloch, second by Mr. West to approve the minutes of the October 20, 2009 meeting.  Approved.

Approval of Treasurer’s Report:

Mr. Males will check all activities completed and recap National City Miller’s Lane Account.  He will also look for the source of $18,844.03 account.  A motion was made by Mr. West, second by Mr. Bloch to approve treasurer’s report # 10-09.  Approved.   
Alan Critchlow provided the Authority with a listing of all of the Authority Banking Accounts, with amounts and a brief description of their purpose.  There was a general discussion regarding the accounts.  Mr. Critchlow is to check with the bank to determine if all of the accounts are required.

CORRESPONDENCE:

Letter from Penn State, New Kensington – writing to encourage the Authority to make the necessary improvements to the Kinloch interceptor.
Mr. Bloch reported that $800,000 has been approved from the Federal Stimulus Package by way of Congressman Murtha.  Mr. Males will check to see if it is available and what the Authority will have to do.  He will gather information regarding these grants.

SEWER REPORT:

Approximately 70 notices were sent out concerning downspouts and driveway drains in the sanitary sewer.
ENGINEER’S REPORT:

Tony Males gave a brief report in regard to PennVest financing, as per his phone conversation with PennVest representative Larry Gasparato.  The next PennVest application cut-off date is January 19, 2010 for the March 2010 meeting.  Also, all DEP permits must be approved by the application cut-off date.  (Mr. Males stated that it would be unlikely that DEP would have a permit approved that quickly.)  The next PennVest application cycle would be a mid-May 2010, application cut-off for a mid-July 2010 meeting.  Current PennVest loan rates are 1.559% rate for years one to five and 2.69% for years six to twenty-five.
Tony Males also submitted a list of Act 537 project to be completed.  The list provided estimated project costs with estimated sewage rate impacts.  There was a general discussion regarding the projects.  Mr. West stated that he was absolutely opposed to the installation of the flow equalization tanks.

Mr. Wohleber made a motion to approve applying for a Penn Vest loan for:

1) Wildlife Lodge Road Area Sanitary Sewer Extension

2) Little Pucketa Interceptor Replacement

3) Widmer Pump Station Elimination

4) Indiana & Hill Crest Pump Station Elimination and upgrades to Chartiers Pump Station & Chartiers Interceptor.

This was seconded by Mr. Bloch.  Approved 5-0.

Mr. Males stated that the projects should be ready for the PennVest mid-May 2010 application cut-off date.  Mr. Bloch will contact Mayor Kinosz to review projects and obtain comments and/or approval from the “City”.
