In attendance were board members Edward Bloch, Terry Anderson, Alan Critchlow, Mayor Donald L. Kinosz, and Solicitor Valasek.    Absent were David Wohleber, Charles West, and Consulting Engineer Tony Males.
Approval of Minutes:

A motion was made by Mr. Anderson, second by Mr. Critchlow to approve the minutes of the August 18, 2009 meeting.  Approved.

Approval of Treasurer’s Report:

A motion was made by Mr. Bloch, second by Mr. Anderson to approve treasurer’s report # 8-09.  Approved.

A motion was made by Mr. Critchlow; second by Mr. Anderson.  Approved.

OLD BUSINESS:

Braeburn Project – system assessment and tap in fees receivable.  Attorney Valasek recommended that regarding Continental Copper assessments, we take them off as uncollectable.  When the auditors are looking at the 2009 audit, their documentation of this happening will be the minutes of this meeting.  The Board discussed this extensively and it was determined that there is hazardous waste on the property and there would be a negative value to remediate the land.  There are other liens subject to collection in the Braeburn Project; Continental Copper was never liened.
NEW BUSINESS:
A right-of-way agreement needs drawn up and mention of the fact that payment has been made to them in lieu of repairing their driveway.  This is being handled by Mr. Males.  Motion by Mr. Anderson, second by Mr. Critchlow to pay Mr. and Mrs. Walters, Cleveland Drive, a payment of $2,100 in lieu of paving their driveway.  Approved.
Mr. Bloch informed the Board about the Red Flag Rules for Identify Theft established by the Federal Trade Commission that he read about in The Authority magazine from June, 2009.  All utilities including municipal authorities are required to comply with this regulation by developing reasonable policies and procedures for detecting, preventing, and mitigating identity theft.  Those that do not comply with the requirements risk exposure to find and/or civil litigation.  No one in attendance knew anything about this.
There is a law that says anything that is in a public building, has to be bid it if it’s greater than $4,000.  The definition of a public building could be considered a pump station and a manhole.  A public building is anything that the public would have access or would want to project them also.  A public building is also something that would eventually require public funds in the future.  

The Yale/York pump station that has been out of service for awhile was discussed.  Quotes need to be obtained for the cost to tear down the structure.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Joseph Gorsha, 128 Dandyview Drive was present.  He is interested in purchasing three lots from Burrell Group that is 600 feet away from sewage.  Burrell Group would allow sewage to go through their property.  Mr. Valasek advised that Mr. Males needs to look at the maps and an agreement needs developed between Burrell Group, Mr. Gorsha, and the Authority regarding construction of the sewer line.  It would be maintained by the property owners unless the Authority agrees to take it over.
David Ziccarelli was also present to discuss The Villas at Rabbits Foot.  Mayor Kinosz reminded the Board that there was a developer’s agreement with the City.  Council gave the Mayor authorization to act on behalf of the City.  Attorney Valasek said that there was a right-of-way agreement that needs to be approved as well.  He recommended that the Board approve the developer’s agreement and the right-of-way agreement with Ziccarelli.

MAYOR KINOSZ’S REPORT:

The Mayor informed the Board about WEDIG (Westmoreland Economic Development Improvement Group) which is a group from Upper Burrell, Lower Burrell, Arnold, New Kensington, Plum, Allegheny Township, and (sort of) Washington Township to run a sewer line from Whitten Hollow down to MSANK.  It involves Lower Burrell because of the Kinloch interceptor.  This is now approaching a regional basis.  
Wildlife Lodge Road Project has a $1.3 million grant that has passed through Phase I.  We should hear more later this year or early next year.  
The progress of the smoke and dye testing was discussed.

SEWER REPORT:

Motion by Mr. Critchlow, second by Mr. Anderson to authorize the developer’s agreement for the Villa at Rabbits Foot.  Approved.
