OLD BUSINESS:

Mr. Males reported that the residents from Wildlife Lodge Road who attended last month’s meeting never contacted him about options for a malfunctioning septic system.
NEW BUSINESS:
CERTIFIED MAIL – Penn Vest correspondence.  Requesting City’s Sewer System Fund audited financial statement for the years 2007 and 2008.  Judy is to call and send required audits.  A letter will be written to PennVest, attention Ms. Janice E. Napoli, Loan Service Officer explaining the situation.
Estimated costs to residents of the Wildlife Lodge Road Area for the proposed sanitary sewer extension were submitted by the engineer for review.
Correspondence from Ramon Albizu regarding pre-application meeting scheduled for April 27, 2010 at 2 pm.  Mr. Albizu is the grant coordinator through the EPA.  Mr. Males elaborated on what he thought would be accomplished at this meeting.  Mr. West and Mayor Kinosz will attend this meeting with Mr. Males. MAYOR KINOSZ’S REPORT:

There was discussion about meeting at MSANK recently attended by Mr. Critchlow. There were residents from Washington Acres, a development in Washington Township in attendance to discuss sewage availability along the Rt. 366 corridor.  The Mayor gave a synopsis of the sewage planning for this area.
Mr. Males will need to come to the next agenda meeting to answer questions concerning adjustments to the front footage fee.  There were questions asked that Mayor and Council could not answer.  Mr. Males will be put on the agenda to answer these questions.  The newspaper story recently in the paper was not accurate.  A letter of recommendation is also needed.
Future discussions should center around Allegheny Township and New Kensington.  

SEWER REPORT:

Mr. Anderson had been off because of knee surgery, but reported that camera-ing of Leechburg Road has been ongoing.  Leechburg Road is on the plan to be paved.  
ENGINEER’S REPORT:

Pre-application meeting will be April 27, 2010 at 2 PM in back conference room.  Any Authority member is encouraged to attend.  This is an important step to schedule the project and to use matching funds.  
Discussion centered on how to proceed with Allegheny Township in regard to providing public sewage to the northern portion of their township.  It is apparent from past experience that they get involved by doing some investigation, but do not commit to a project.  Lower Burrell should wait to get a commitment from Allegheny Township before expending any funds on the planning of this project.
