The monthly meeting of the Lower Burrell Municipal Authority was held on Tuesday, June 15, 2010, in the Municipal Building at 2800 Bethel Street, Lower Burrell, PA 15068, at 6:30 P.M.  In attendance were board members Edward Bloch, Alan Critchlow, David Wohleber, Charles West, Consulting Engineer Tony Males, and Mayor Kinosz.    Absent were Terry Anderson and Solicitor Valasek.
Approval of Minutes:

Motion by Mr. Bloch, second by Mr. Critchlow to approve the minutes from May 25, 2010.  (Minutes were sent to board members via email.)  Roll call vote:  Approved.

Approval of Treasurer’s Report:

A motion was made by Mr. West, second by Mr. Wohleber to approve treasurer’s report # 5-10.  Roll call vote:  Approved.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Mr. and Mrs. Jim Carter, 2786 Seventh Street Road were in attendance.  Mr. Males provided information about tap-in fees and agreed to mail her an information sheet that she would find helpful.

A motion was made by Mr. Critchlow; second by Mr. Wohleber to approve bills presented for payment.  Approved.

OLD BUSINESS:

Puckety Church Condominiums Association was discussed.  The original developer is Frank Ziccarelli.  A list has been prepared by Mr. Males of inspections ranging from the least expensive to the most expensive.  Mr. Males expounded on this inspection list.  Private sanitary sewer systems by developers were discussed at length.  Ways to prevent a reoccurrence of this type of situation happening with other developers was discussed.  The following was decided:
1. All sanitary sewer facilities will be public property, owned by the Lower Burrell Municipal Authority and operated by the City of Lower Burrell as per the operating agreement between the Lower Burrell Municipal Authority and the City of Lower Burrell.  Section 1340.04 of the Planning and Zoning Code should be changed to require that any extension of the sewer system must become a public system, constructed in accordance with the sewage manual procedures and requirements, with inspection by and/or approved by the Lower Burrell Municipal Authority.

2. Subcollectors/branches or whatever vernacular term applied to them (namely multiple laterals connected to a private sanitary sewage collection line, which then is “tapped into” the public sanitary sewage collection facilities).  Each residential unit must be individually “tapped into” the public sanitary sewage facilities.

3. Residential and subdivision, planned residential development, condominium, etc. tap-in-fees should be the same.  The multi-family section of Resolution 8-2004 should be changed to $1,525.00.  This impacts Section 933.08 – Connection Charges.

NEW BUSINESS:

MAYOR KINOSZ’S REPORT:

There has been $80,000 in the City’s budget for several years for pump station rehabilitation.
Allegheny Township needs to receive a letter from the Authority informing them that any expenses of a feasibility study will be born by both Authorities.  An escrow should be established.

Mayor Kinosz also informed the Board about his meeting with State Representative John Critz and grants that have been submitted.

Front foot assessment has not yet been enacted by Mayor and Council.  There are concerns about what the grant will allow, and it is not clear how the front foot assessment works.   There was considerable discussion about this.
Mr. West remarked “should the Authority considering whether to use this grant, any grant money on a specific project rather than on the long standing strategy that the sewage system is a city-wide infrastructure not driven by the circumstances, one addition or another.”  

SEWER REPORT:

Repaired a yard and planted a tree on Paige Street due to a sewer dig last Fall.  Cut grass at pump stations.  Continued to perform manhole rain guard evaluations.  Cameraed on Reed,Texas and Cleveland Drives.  Continued to perform PA One Calls.  Prepared sprinkler system for operation at Route 56 and Leechburg Road.  Checked, cleaned, greased, and placed chemicals where needed in  pump stations.  Performed jet rodding and root cutting as per routine maintenance.  Continued to perform building maintenance.  Performed  manhole evaluations and inspections on Alder and Rogers Drive Right of Ways. Assisted Dave Florek with spraying weeds on sidewalks for Memorial Day parade.  Cleaned sidewalks along Leechburg Road for Memorial Day parade.  

Terry Anderson attended the Public Works Safety Meeting as well as the City Safety Meeting.
ENGINEER’S REPORT:

Mr. Males discussed the proposed applications for the H20 PA Grants for the following projects:
1. Little Pucketa Interceptor Replacement Project;

2. Widmer Pump Station Elimination Project;

3. Indiana and Hillcrest Pump Station Elimination Project.

Mr. Males stated that he had discussed these grants with several people and his opinion is the grant process will be very competitive, and the chances of obtaining the grants will be very slim and may not warrant the expense (approximately $4,000 per application) to apply for the grants.  Mayor Kinosz agreed with Mr. Males.  After a brief discussion, the board agreed not to proceed with the three “new” applications since the Authority already have an application in for the Wildlife Lodge Road Project and will be part of an application for the “big” Pucketa Interceptor Project.
