MARCH 16, 2010
The monthly meeting of the Lower Burrell Municipal Authority was held on Tuesday, March 16, 2010, in the Municipal Building at 2800 Bethel Street, Lower Burrell, PA 15068, at 6:30 P.M.  In attendance were board members Edward Bloch, Charles West, Terry Anderson, David Wohleber, Alan Critchlow, Consulting Engineer Tony Males, and Mayor Kinosz.  Absent was Solicitor Valasek.  
This was a joint Authority meeting and included Mayor Kinosz, Councilman Regoli, Councilman Trozzi, Councilwoman Karrs, and Councilman Grillo in attendance regarding the Wildlife Lodge Road Project.  Also, Allegheny Township Supervisor, Joe Ferguson was in attendance.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Mr. Ferguson informed the board that Allegheny Township would like to work with Lower Burrell and New Kensington.  They are interested in sewering the northern end of Allegheny Township only.  Mr. Males discussed the scope of this project.  Mayor Kinosz discussed the advantages of including other townships and municipalities in this project.  Time lines were discussed as well as projected costs.  Mr. Farina is in the process of resubmitting the H20 grant application and updated council on this process.
Family members representing the estate of Agnes Kurpakus, 1823 Wildlife Lodge Road were at the meeting to address a home that is for sale.  They have a buyer but the septic system is malfunctioning.  Mr. Males informed them of different options that are available such as doing a repair or using a holding tank.  The City would have to pass an ordinance if they chose the holding tank.  Mr. Males offered to look into the system malfunction.  The family members are to contact Mr. Males at his office.

Mr. Males had visual maps and charts that he shared and spoke of DEP’s requirement to sewer Wildlife Lodge Road and the balance of the 537 Plan.  (The 537 Plan has not been reviewed or commented on by the DEP since it was submitted in 2001.)  Mr. Males presented the following four (4) projects which the Authority would like to complete:

1. Wildlife Lodge Road Area Sanitary Sewer Extension

2. Little Pucketa Interceptor Replacement

3. Widmer Pump Station Elimination

4. Indiana and Hillcrest Pump Station Elimination and Up-grades to Chartiers Pump Station and Chartiers Interceptor.

The preliminary schedule is to have plans, permits, and financing in place for 2010 and be ready for construction in 2011.  The consensus of Authority members and Mayor and Council was to proceed with the projects.  He also spoke of projected sewer rate increases and commented that Lower Burrell has low sewer rates compared to the rest of the state.
Motion by Mr. West, second by Mr. Wohleber to request council to adjust the front footage to $23 a foot.  Roll call vote:  Approved.  A letter will be sent to council stating this.
Approval of Minutes:

Motion by Mr. West, second by Mr. Anderson to approve the minutes from December 15, 2009.  Roll call vote:  Approved.

Motion by Mr. Critchlow, second by Mr. Anderson to approve the minutes from January 19, 2010.  Roll call vote:  Approved.

Approval of Treasurer’s Report:

A motion was made by Mr. Anderson, second by Mr. Critchlow to approve treasurer’s report # 2-10.  Roll call vote:  Approved.   
Before a vote was taken on Treasurer’s Report # 3-10, Mr. Critchlow addressed the Board in regard to US Bank Debt Service Fund 4788.  This money has been invested in an automatic cash disbursement.  Mr. Bloch explained that funds must always be in a secured account and are now in Goldman Sacs Treasury Bonds.  It does not reflect on this report, because the treasurer’s report is not a balance sheet but can be viewed in the audit.  This was discussed at length.  A motion was made by Mr. West, second by Mr. Anderson to approve treasurer’s report # 3-10.  Roll call vote:  Approved.

Mr. Bloch reported that he has been in contact with US Bank and Mr. Bob Poplovich.  The funds with low balances cannot be taken away because they are established by the trust indenture.
