In attendance were board members Edward Bloch, Alan Critchlow, David Wohleber, Consulting Engineer Tony Males, and Solicitor Ron Valasek.    Absent were Terry Anderson and Charles West.
Approval of Minutes:

Motion by Mr. Wohleber, second by Mr. Critchlow to approve the minutes from April 20, 2010.  (Minutes were sent to board members via email.)  Roll call vote:  Approved.

Approval of Treasurer’s Report:

A motion was made by Mr. Bloch, second by Mr. Wohleber to approve treasurer’s report # 4-10.  Roll call vote:  Approved.   

Correspondence:

US Bank – third request – Trust Agreement request from Jason Felix, Trust Review Analyst.

US Bank – Continuing Disclosure Agreement also requested from Jason Felix.

Mr. Bloch has been in contact with him regarding several documents, such as these agreements for clarification on what Mr. Felix is requesting.  The 2009 audit was due to US Bank by March 31, 2010 and needs to be scheduled.  Engineers Certificate and Certificate of Insurance will be handled by Mr. Males.  He was waiting for a copy of the City’s Insurance Certificate.  An update on the letter from Jan Napoli of March 30, 2010 was given by Mr. Bloch.  Mr. Bloch informed the board of the status of this letter and the City’s requirements for the Penn Vest loan.  The 2007 audited financial statements were sent and received.

A motion was made by Mr. Wohleber; second by Mr. Critchlow to approve bills presented for payment.  Approved.

OLD BUSINESS:

Mr. Wohleber requested a financial update on the status of funding for this project.  He will also discuss with Mayor Kinosz issues the Authority views as anticipated problems with the 2012 budget.
NEW BUSINESS:
Correspondence from Puckety Church Condominium Association asking for requirements to have the Municipal Authority accept and maintain ownership of the Sanitary Sewer System within their development.  The streets in question are David and Elena Avenue.  Several residents were in attendance to discuss this issue.  Mr. Males explained that the storm sewers from inlet to inlet were to be taken over by the City, not the sanitary sewers.  He then went on to explain what would have taken place normally with a developer and explained that Mr. Ziccarelli never approached the Authority about this development.  He also explained what testing would need to be done if the Authority had a Developers Agreement with Mr. Ziccarelli before the Sanitary Sewers were installed.  The dilemma of the Puckety Church Condominium Association was discussed at length.
Motion by Mr. Wohleber, second by Mr. Critchlow to have Alpha Engineering provide the Puckety Church Condominium Association with a list of inspection and testings that would be required before the Lower Burrell Municipal Authority would maintain and accept ownership of the sanitary sewers within their development and to identify those tests which would provide the information to make that decision and the approximate cost thereof.  Motion passed.
Motion by Mr. Bloch, second by Mr. Wohleber to authorize Mr. Males to find out what it would cost to insure the entire sewer system in the City of Lower Burrell and attempt to offset it by increasing the deductible.  Motion passed.

Mr. Males reported that he was asked to attend the City Council meeting on May 10th to answer questions from concerned residents of the Wildlife Lodge Road area concerning the assessment.  Allocation of grant money and the benefit to the residents were their main topic of concern.
He also reported on applying for Community Development Block Grant funds to see if that area would be eligible for grant money.  Surveys of the area are required, and a confidential questionnaire gets sent out to the residents for income statements.  Since the Authority does not have the personnel to perform these tasks, they agreed this is something the City should do.
