Report of Officers:

Chairperson – A question was raised if the fence at Wolf Pack had been painted yet.  Dave Florek stated that all but the top posts had been done.  Mulching of Veteran’s, Kinloch, and Burrell Lake is finished.  Burrell Lake also needs more sand in the sand box.  Something needs to be done with the back road up into the park to the handicapped parking lot.  Bocce court and back lot is being held up by D.E.P.  They were at the park to view the pedestrian bridge.  While walking the stream they observed the first day that the bocce court was beginning to be dug.  They stopped all activity and in the meantime we’re trying to meet with the biologist who says that we were in a flood plain and need a permit for building a structure.  Pictures were taken and Tony Males is involved and is requesting a meeting.  Councilman Trozzi asked to be included.  It is a huge misunderstanding that we are getting to the bottom of it.  It is very frustrating.  It is unclear if prices were obtained for the curbing.  The bridge is still stuck in permitting.  
Vice Chairperson – A question was raised about the summer workers for the summer.  The workers were hired from Westmoreland/Fayette Work Force Investment Board.  They are workers in need of a mentor and have special needs.  They are providing free labor for the City.  The Vice Chairperson felt that members of the Parks Commission need to be informed about employees with special needs.  There will be a pre-meeting next year before the Rumble on the River so that everybody knows what is going on.

Report of Council Representative:
Councilman Trozzi brought up about the money in the budget for the signage that has already been discussed.  Dave and Doug need to go over the grass cutting plan.  Bill is printing out a master lay out of Wolf Pack Park.  They will red line a drawing of Wolf Pack for now.  Bill Herman donated 22 trees.  Mr. Montanari donated his time to plant them.  Keith Orkis of Orkis Ironworks donated the material for the horse shoe pits.  Moret Construction donated the wood for the frame work for the bocce ball courts.  When we took the timbers out to be wolmenized, just for that day, we took them up to that burn pile, set them off to the side, we were going to cut off the ends.  Wood Waste Recyclers were consulted if we could put the 20 yard container up there.  Diamond Mulch may take the wood.  If they won’t take them, they may have to go to a land fill or cut up and put into a dumpster.
Rubberized material may be used on slides and swing sets (using it for high traffic areas) then filling it in with mulch rather than doing the whole playground because it is costly.

Park Maintenance (Dave Florek)

Old Business:
There is $10,000 in the budget for signs and signs are needed.  Councilman Trozzi asked Linda Kendrick to speak with Bill Herman concerning this.  He was to be at this meeting and was unable to attend.  Signs at the split at Watters Road and Burrell Lake should be the first place to start.  Everything should be consistent.   Mr. Montanari thought the signs might be done already.  Message boards were discussed.

Ballards were done by Keith Orkis, which are basically posts at the beginning of the walkways, instead of the round top, they have a 45-degree angle, a mile marker or emblem could be mounted on them.  
The concrete surface on the bocce ball was talked about.  
The tot lot at Wolf Pack was part of the master design that was originally planned.  There are no swings.  The tot lot was originally to go by the creek.  The lot has since been relocated.

New Business:

The playgrounds are not on a routine scheduled maintenance program.  It should be done every two years looking for broken pieces and playground safety so a plan could be developed.
