NEW BUSINESS:  
Donald Mellon, who lives at 130 Delberta Road, requesting to operate a tire and alignment shop at property located at 3162 Leechburg Road, map # 17-03-16-0-088, zone district C-2.  This property has not had that usage recently; subsequently, the grandfather clause would not apply in this case.  Mr. Nedley informed the Planning Commission that Mr. Mellon would have to go before the Zoning Hearing Board to request a special exception, but would need the recommendation of the Planning Commission.  Mr. Mellon was questioned by board members as to the extent of the work he would perform at this site.  His reply was basically tires and alignments, he will try to limit it to that for the time being, but may expand in the future.  Motion by Mr. Kristof, second by Mr. Hrivnak to approve the recommendation to the Zoning Hearing Board.  All in favor.
Motion by Mr. Kristof, second by Mr. Hrivnak to support the proposed modifications on the ordinance for street specifications.  Mr. Kristof commented that the engineering drawings and wording are not consistent.  Also in Section 1321.02 H, the old wording states no street in a subdivision and should read no street right-of-way in a subdivision.  All in favor.
