OLD BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS:  
Rainbows & Bubble Gum Daycare requesting to relocate on property identified as 2787 Leechburg Road, tax map # 17-03-10-0-247 zone District C-3.  Gary Ross, owner of the building and Amy Stivason, owner of the day care were in attendance.  The day care is currently located at Trinity Christian Church, Garvers Ferry Road.  Relocating to Leechburg Road would give her business more exposure.  However, the foot print provided was not current and nebulous.  A site plan is needed to provide the details that the Planning Commission  needs to know to give their approval.  An example of such details would be where the playground would be located, how would people get in and out of the building, and handicap access.  Mr. Nedley informed Ms. Stivason that the use is a special exception which requires Planning Commission and Zoning Hearing Board approval.  
Mr. Ross assured the Planning Commission that the building would be brought up to code if approved.  The Board questioned the applicant about what mandates the Commonwealth  requires to operate a day care.  Square footage of the facility will meet the requirement for the number of children currently enrolled.  The Planning Commission  members discussed possibly giving conceptual approval for a day care, but it was felt that they could not give their recommendation to the Zoning Hearing Board given that so much data was missing and a site plan was not provided.  Ms. Stivason informed the Board that the state would not even consider her application if there was not an occupancy permit issued.  It was the consensus of the Planning Commission that while they did not oppose the business or its location, a recommendation could not be made due to the lack of information.
St. Margaret Mary requesting preliminary site plan approval on property identified as 3055 Leechburg Road, tax map # 17-03-16-0-093, zone District C-1 and R-1.  Robert Mitall, an engineer from R. F. Mitall & Associates, Inc., representing St. Margaret Mary’s was present to explain the expansion plan.  He had a visual exhibit to aid in his presentation.  Parking and fencing was discussed, as well as the houses on Korina Drive that are owned by the church.  Mr. Mitall stated that they were seeking preliminary site plan approval and asking for the Planning Commission’s recommendation for the variances for this case to go onto the Zoning Hearing Board.  The variances will relate to parking.  Motion  made by Mr. Kress, second by Mrs. Ryan to grant preliminary site plan approval and to support the variances caused by parking.
