APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Motion by Mr. King, second by Mr. Stapinski to approve the minutes of the July 20, 2009 meeting.  All in favor.  Motion approved.

NEW BUSINESS:
# 552 – Ronald and Christine Welker, 1279 11th Avenue, Natrona Heights, PA  15065, requesting a variance to Article 1333.04 A 1, 2, 3 Related to front, rear, and side yard on property identified as 300 Tioga Street, Tax Map # 17-03-11-0-246, zoned R-1.

Mr. Nedley informed the board that on July 30, 2009, Mr. Welker applied for a building permit to construct a single family home on Tioga Street.  A review of the survey indicated that he needed several variances.  A variance of 11’1” would be needed for the front yard, a variance of eight inches on the side yard, and a variance of five feet in the rear yard.  
Mr. and Mrs. Welker were present.  Mr. Welker thanked the board for the opportunity to request the variance.  The applicant distributed overhead photograph models of the property in question.  
Mr. Guido questioned Mr. Nedley about a non-conforming lot.  Mr. Guido clarified that anything that was created before 1960 is considered non-conforming, be it a lot or structure.  Mr. Guido stated that on the area plan that was submitted, there are properties that are not exactly squared under the adjoining lots, so this is not out of character for the neighborhood.  No member of the board had questions for the applicant.  The applicant also supplied a narrative of approximately 500 words of the background and the history of his desire for this lot.  There was no one else present who desired to render testimony to Petition # 552.

A motion was made by Mr. Millburn to grant the variance of Petition # 552, second by Mr. Stapinski.  All in favor.  Mr. King abstained.  Motion approved three votes to zero to one abstainion.  Mr. and Mrs. Welker were directed to meet with Mr. Nedley as soon as possible to get through the process of obtaining a building permit.  They were welcomed to Lower Burrell.
