The City of Lower Burrell Zoning Hearing Board held a public hearing on Monday, May 18, 2009 at 7:30 p.m. in the Municipal Building at 2800 Bethel Street, Lower Burrell, PA 15068.  Present were George Guido, Charles Markle, Charles Stapinski, John Millburn, Public Safety Director, Councilman Grillo, Ordinance Officer Nedley, and Joyce Baney, Court Reporter.  Absent was Ben King.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  A motion was made by Mr. Millburn and seconded by Mr. Markle to approve the minutes of April 20, 2009 meeting as presented.  The motion passed.

OLD BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS:
Petition No. 551, Widewaters Group, 5786 Widewaters Parkway, DeWitt, New York, requesting a special exception to Article 1335.04, subsection A, light manufacturing in a commercial district on property located at 3100 Leechburg Road, zoned C-3.  Mr. Marco Marzocchi was present representing Widewaters Group.  Mr. Marzocchi did appear before the Planning Commission on April 15, 2009, and the board approved their request.  Also present were three representatives from Millenia Group, Mr. Michael D’Ambrosio, chairman and CEO, Ron Cosper, president and chief operating officer, and John Powell, vice president and general manager.
Mr. Marzocchi presented drawings to acclimate the Board to the property in question.  This project will not create any condition that may be dangerous, injurious, or noxious to any property or persons.  It will be used for more assembling than manufacturing.  It will be entirely housed within the western 49,000 square feet of the former Montgomery Ward space.  It will be beneficial to the public at the proposed location. It is using a facility that already exists.  Very few changes will be made to the exterior of the building.  Nothing will change with the parking lot.
Mayor Kinosz addressed the board reminding them that he has been trying to do something to activate that facility for some time.  He has found the Millenia group a pleasure to work with.  It also is bringing jobs to our area.  He commented that retail is not very strong right now, but that they will continue to push for retail businesses also.  
Chairman Guido reiterated that there would not be any noxious fumes and that they were using the structure that is already there.  Mr. Marzocchi answered that he was correct.

John Powell, vice president and general manager, and a resident of Lower Burrell, explained to the board what Millenia Design and Millenia Technology does.  They are a contract assembly house that buys electronic components and the fiberglass board that it goes on.  Millenia services automobiles, airplanes, and military.  They will be vacating a facility in Cheswick that they have outgrown and one that does not have adequate parking.  The business has existed for 30 years.  Mr. Powell also had pictures to show the inside of their facility.
Mr. Michael D’Ambrosio, chairman and CEO also spoke.  They are sad to leave Cheswick, but they are outgrowing their facility.

Mr. Markle questioned if there was a possibility that Millenia would take over the whole building.  He was told by Mr. Cosper that they intend to use just the Wards building at the present time.  They are optimistic about the future and consider this a great opportunity to continue their growth.
Mr. Stapinski questioned the cosmetics of the outside of the building.  He was told they will be putting their name up and because the building is in very good shape structurally, there may be some doors cut into the front, but all changes are cosmetic.  The application applies to the entire main structure, both Montgomery Wards and JC Penney’s.

Chairman Guido then opened up the hearing for public comment.  There were no comments.

Widewaters has satisfied the five requirements needed to enact a Special Exception.  Motion made by Mr. Millburn second by Mr. Stapinski to grant the special exception to Widewaters Group, exception No. 551.  Roll call vote indicated all ayes.  Motion carries.  Mr. Stapinski welcomed Millenia into our community.
