# 553 – Lower Burrell VFD # 1, 34 New York Avenue, special exception to Article 1361.22, changeable copy signs on property identified as Tax Map # 17-08-09-0-042, zoned M-1.  (Note:  this was incorrectly identified as 17-08-09-0-082 on the agenda of August 19, 2009 under  New Business.)
Mr. Edwards was present representing Lower Burrell VFD # 1.  Mr. Nedley informed the Board that Lower Burrell VFD # 1 appeared  on August 19, 2009 before the Planning Commission presenting a plan for a changeable, electronic sign.  It has been approved by the Planning Commission.  There were copies of a 32 x 112 message sign that will be located on the truck room facing the road  mounted on the building.  This is not a commercial venture.  Mr. Nedley informed the board that it complies with all size and height requirements of the new ordinance.  This is a special exception which means it is allowable but must be heard and approved on a case by case basis.
