# 557 – St. Margaret Mary Church, requesting a special exception/variance to Articles 1335 and 1355 related to yard and parking on property identified as 3055 Leechburg Road, tax map # 17-03-16-0-093, zoned R-1 and C-1.
Representing St. Margaret Mary Church was Robert Mitall, Professional Engineer.  Mr. Nedley informed the board that Mr. Mitall had appeared before the Planning Commission and presented a site plan that would require approximately five variances.  The Planning Commission reviewed this request, and a letter supporting the request of St. Margaret Mary’s was part of the Zoning Hearing Board’s correspondence.  Mr. Mitall had visual aids and members of the Board had individual copies to further understand the request.  Parking, fencing, and paving materials that were being considered were discussed.  Chairman Guido informed Mr. Mitall that special exceptions can contain certain allowable activities.
